NOTE: In the Bible in Arabic the name of the Creator in Genesis is Allah, Jesus and the Apostle Paul use it and speak of Allah’s Kingdom, and Jesus metaphorically calls Him Father – St. John 10, referencing Psalm 81, New Catholic Ed./82 Protestant/Baptist Bibles.
SINDERESIS’ SCRIPTURAL TIES
G’d, G-d, etc., and or Deity, is the position of Elohim {Allah} the only true Deity. And note that Allah says that He is closer to us than our jugular vein.


An Old English legal term for this situation is Sinderesis: “A natural power of the soul, set in the highest part thereof, moving and stirring it to good, and abhorring evil. And therefore sinderesis never sinneth nor erreth. And this sinderesis our Lord put in man, to the intent that the order of things should be observed. And therefore sinderesis is called by some men the ‘law of reason,’ for it ministereth the principles of the law of reason, the which be in every man by nature, in that he is a reasonable creature.” Doct. & Stud. 39 “Black’s Law Dictionary,” 4th Rev. Ed., pg. 1556. This is no longer in the Black’s Law Dictionary but it’s usable in a court of law when known.
